If within that time any valid objection to title is made in writing to the Vendor, which the Vendor shall be unable or unwilling to remove, and which the Purchaser will not waive, this Agreement shall be null and void and the deposit returned to the Purchaser without interest and without liability by the Vendor for any expenses incurred or damages sustained by the Purchaser.

The Vendor is not required to furnish any Abstract of Title, Deed, copies of Deeds or Evidences of Title not in their possession or control. The conveyance is to be drawn at the expense of the Vendor and to contain the usual covenants for a Nova Scotia Warranty Deed and the Property is to be conveyed free from other encumbrances, except for any easements, registered restrictions or covenants that affect the property and do not materially affect the enjoyment of the Property.
